DAVID  K.  HALL OBITUARY

            David K. Hall died on Friday, February 2, 2007, after a battle with cancer, under the compassionate care of the staff at the Dartmouth-Hitchcock Medical Center.

Dave was born November 25, 1929 in Bromley, Kent, England, where he lived until 1934 when his family moved to West Orange, N.J.  He was a graduate of the Carteret School and Dartmouth College Class of 1951.  Upon graduating Dartmouth, he entered the Navy and shortly thereafter completed Officer Candidate School, leaving the service in 1957 with the rank of lieutenant.  He joined the University of California Radiation Laboratory (now know as the Lawrence Livermore National Laboratory) as an experimental physicist in 1957 and worked there on numerous projects of national importance until 1973. 

           In 1973 Dave joined Science Applications International Corporation (SAIC)  in Hanover with the objective of integrating someof SAIC’s activities with the physical sciences departments at Dartmouth.  He also worked on the adaptation of numerical techniques developed under the  auspices of the Department of Defense to such pressing problems as the reduction of poverty, through the use of an emconometric model applied to a national economy, and to finding a cure for cancer by facilitating research.

             In 1960 hemarried Barbara Jean Farr.  They had one daughter, Jeanette Lynn Hall-Tiralongo, and a son, Nathan, who died in 1991.  With his wife and daughter he created ‘Nathan’s Garden’  in his son’s memory—a garden on their property to which all are invited.  Seeing others find peace and pleasure in the garden brought him much joy.

             After moving to Hanover, he enjoyed involvement in Dartmouth class activities, serving a class treasurer for several years and on the Alumni Council from 1991 to 1994.  He received the Spirit of ’51 Award in 1999.

             Among Dave’s many interests were golf, music and creating stonework in his garden.  In his younger days, he won the golf club championship twice at Castlewood Country Club in Pleasanton, CA.  He was an enthusiastic pianist and loved the American popular songs from the 1920’s-1940’s.  He played for friends and for the public Tuesday afternoons and the Dartmouth-Hitchcock Medical Center.


   He will be remembered for his brilliant and inquisitive mind, his sense of humor, loyalty to his friends and his tremendous courage.  He is survived by his wife, daughter and his son-in-law.
