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We belatedly report the death of RoBERT RETNEKE
on November 17, 19'77, in Pawling, N.Y. Bob had
devoted his l i fe to teaching. The class extends its sym-
pathy to his wife Cecelia and their two daughters.
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Rogenr LrvrNcsroN CooN, a professor of French
and head of the Department of Modern Languages at
Kansas State University in Manhattan since l9il,
died on December 9, 1979.

After graduating from Dartmouth, Bob received his
M.A. in 1953 and Ph.D. in l96l from Princeton
University. From 1953 to 1955, he was in the U.S. Ar-
my. Before joining the K.S.U. faculty in 1971, he
taught at the University of Southern California and at
Vassar College and chaired thc Modern Languages
Department at Sweet Briar College.

Bob was a national leader in the testing and
evaiuating of language students. He authored a
oation-wide testing program through the College En-
trance Examination Board of the Educational Testing
Service in Princeton, N.J., and for almost ten years he
scrved as chief reader (director) for ETS's Advanced
Placement Examination in French. In that capacity,
he analyzed testing msthods, helped to revise oational
testing standards, and introduced new evaluative
techniques. Bob was a member of the Modern
Language Association, the Renaissance Society, the
American Association of Teachers of French, and the
American Association of Uniyersity Professors.

He is survived by his wife Joan and four children.
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Members of the class were saddened recently when
they learned of the untimely death of THEoDoRE
Fouclr Eeerre on November 13. 1979. Ted was in
H anover with his wife Ann at 5 I 's 25th reunion several
years ago, when he enjoyed a pleasant visit with his
friends and classmates. This a diff icult obituary to
write, as it deals with a l ife so full of promise during
college days, but one that did not turn out according to
logical expectations.

Ted was born and grew up along the banks of the
Ohio River in thc city of Cincinnati. He lived there for
the major portion ofhis l i fetime, cxcluding his years at
Dartmouth, a brief stint in the Air Force, and several
years in upstate New York.

"Fouc," as he was sometims affectionately called
by his Dartmouth colleagues, was a cheerful, bright,
and industrious student. He graduated cum laude
from Dartmouth and received his M.B.A. from the
Tuck School. He was an excellent athlete - one of
only five varsity football players in his class to win his
"D" for three consecutiye years. He played both ways:
as an offensivs tackle who could block well and as a
strong defensive l ineman. He won honotable mention
all-lvy in both his junior and senior years. During his
graduate year at Amos Tuck School, he seiled as a
freshman football coach under Tuis Mclaughry.

Furthermore, Ted was a member of the first Dart-
mouth rugby team, which played its opening game in
the Bermuda College rugby tournament without the
benefit of evcr playing the sport before.

Ted wil l be remembered by those of us who knew
him during our undergraduate days for his generosity
and friendly manner.

publisher of the East Hampton Star' "one of the

ii"eliest and most l i terate weekly newspapers in the

nation" according to the New York ?iues. As editor,

he availed himselfofthe prerogative ofwrit ing his own

obituary, *hich was read-at his funeral and published

in the Slar on the day of his burial The following

borrows liberallY from that text'

Ev was a l2th-generation tesident of eastern Long

Island and a graduate of East Hampton High School

who "chose Dartmouth and never regretted it '  In fact,

he would frnd himself walking across the Hanover

Plain quite often thinking how lucky he was to be in

such a place and attending such a college Thc feeling

never left him'"
After graduation, EY sPent three years in the Unitsd

States Navy and a year at Columbia University's

Graduate School of Journalism. He then returned to

East Hampton and the.Star, which he ran for the next

20 years.
Ev was an outspoken, articulate champion of the

rishts of the individual. Of the many causes prcsed by

th-e Star, Ev was proudest of his early, printed opposi-

tion to the war in Vietnam. Some of these causes were

"losers" but, as always, Ev had no regrets

In 1979, he published a book' The South Fork, the

Land and People of Ettern Long Island Ev spent

most of his adult l i fe f ighting ro preseile the great

stretches of eastern Long Island beaches in their un-

developed state. He was a membcr of the Fire lsland

Natural Seashore Advisory Commission and a direc-

tor of the East Hampton Historical Society and was

instrumental in the establishment of the Town Marine

Museum at Amagansett.
"He left l i ie with a few regrets' mainly concerning

his family, wife, and not l iving to see his children as

adults, but with no particular fears that his sins, which

included a fondness for martinis, smoking (he had quit

. . . in 1965 . . . ), and possible rigidity in applying the

rules of good newspapering to his own product, would

make restless what he could only imagine to be a deep

and endless sleep."
Ev is survived by his wife Helen, who had assumed

increasing responsibil i ty for the Slcr operations in re-

cent years, three children, his sister, and his brother

Dav id  '57 .
