A note from Tom Bloomer in response to our request for his thoughts on the �parity versus 
unity� issue .  Though the vote has resolved the issue for the moment, Tom.  points out that the  

 matter has had Unintended Consequences.  Here are Tom�s thoughts, and thanks, Tom for your 
candor. 

 
�It is unquestioned that we are a remarkable class.  The evidence is everywhere. There�s 

hardly a college record we haven�t established. We have class members who have been 
distinguished at all levels in business, education, and the professions, and at Dartmouth. How has 
that come about? Who knows for there so many causative factors? One factor does rise above all 
others. We have been a band of brothers, bonded with a huge amount of cohesive comradery. In 
large measure, Don Goss�s communication skills through �53 OUT�, a newsletter above and 
beyond all newsletters, was the glue that held us together. 

It�s against this backdrop that I lament what�s hap pening now. The immediate focus is a 
lawsuit against the college and a disputed election over parity in trustee governance. Classmates 
are pitted against classmates. And it�s not only in our class, but also in all others including those 
who are undergraduates. We have come to this level of divisiveness over time. There have been 
incidences, decisions, embarrassments, losing athletic records and yes, admission decisions that 
have year-by-year generated dissension and divisiveness. It is not uniquely a failed attempt to 
change the constitution or an increase in trustee membership without a nod towards parity. It�s an 
accumulation of a whole host of things culminating in the present embarrassment and distraction. 
For that reason, I find the current position of the administration and charter trustees, blaming the 
dissenters, to be disingenuous. I hold them responsible for our situation today.�
