EDITORS NOTE- I had a chance to utilize the listserv when my wife had a 
medical challenge in order to identify any classmates who could be helpful. It 
worked. Two doctors, who specialized in the specific area of concern 
responded, providing helpful information & direction. They responded 
directly to me by E mail & then by phone so as to keep the feedback 
confidential as well as not to bother other class members with details. This 
also plays to our concerned classmates initiative which has a goal of having 
classmates become aware of other classmates challenges, if desired, & then 
lending appropriate support.
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The Class of ’62 Faculty Fellowship

The Class of ’62 Faculty Fellowship was initiated at our 20th Reunion and is 
now entering its 25th year.   The Class established it to honor the great 
teaching we experienced at Dartmouth and to promote continued excellence in 
teaching in the future.  For that reason, the Fellowship rewards untenured 
faculty at Dartmouth who’ve shown particular prowess as teachers with 
funding for a semester’s leave to complete research that will help them earn 
promotion with tenure.  

Since the inception of this Fellowship, classmates have supported it 
enthusiastically.  It is now fully funded.  This is the only such award developed 
by an alumni group.  Nearly all of our Fellows in recent years have been 
promoted with tenure.  Some have subsequently been lured away by other 
institutions such as the University of Chicago. 

Selection for the Fellowship is based on careful review of proposals from 
applicants and appraisals by their faculty and administration supervisors.
