Dinner and Tour Assignments The Dartmouth ‘62/70 schedule is attached for those who
will take walking or minibus tours on Tuesday and golf or visit Drayton Hall (DH) on
Wednesday. Others will visit DH on Tuesday and walk on Wednesday. At registration in
Charleston, you will receive your tour group assignments. We will have seven walking
tour groups of 17 to 20, a minibus group of nine, four Drayton Hall groups of 27 to 30,
and 24 golfers.
