Summary
Class Constitution Revision

· Danni Downing moved to accept the draft constitution, seconded by Jessica Kelly; draft constitution was approved unanimously by those on the call.  Michelle Sweetser to request a vote online from EC members not present and will report results to the full committee.
· Draft constitution to appear on website and piece to be included in the next newsletter explaining the changes.

Reunion Update

· Jeff reported that tenth reunion planning is going well.  Highlights of the weekend include:

· Class of 99 wine tasting on Friday at 4PM

· Spirit of 1999 Class Award Reception on Saturday at 2:30PM; sponsored Tucker Fellows will attend and Spirit of ’99 Community Service Award to be presented
· Class dinner on Saturday at 6:30PM, preceded by 5:30PM cocktails

· Other meals will be shared between the three reunion classes

· There will be opt-in/opt-out pricing for meals on Friday and Sunday to allow flexibility in scheduling for attendees.
· Many family-friendly events are planned including a BBQ lunch on Saturday with carnival activities (moonbounce, etc), a Friday evening movie on the side of Blunt, and the College organized toddler program.
· Registration is $230 (early)/$250 (regular)/$270 (late); to save costs, souvenirs will be optional/extra and must be ordered in advance.
· April mini reunions for all three classes are planned as a kickoff in Boston, NYC, DC, Philadelphia, Chicago, Denver, Seattle, and LA.
· Participation committee will be working to recruit those classmates most likely to attend based on class involvement (approx. 600); early registration will close March 31 and registration will be up and running shortly.
Regular Business

· EC voted recently via online ballot to have adopted classmates opt-in to dues solicitations and to allow adopted classmates to continue to vote in class elections if they are eligible; Michelle will write to the adopted classmates personally to explain the changes.
· Class of 2009 wishes to engage the Class of 1999 in a career lunch panel program in April, to be planned in association with the Alumni Relations Office.  EC agrees establishing some sort of similar event/program with the 2009 class would be beneficial and with low risk and positive dividends. 99s local to Hanover/New England will be contacted to participate and we will need to identify someone to be the point person, preferably in the Hanover area.
