As a result, we've embarked upon a capital fundraising campaign and are
asking everyone for financial help to make sure that generations of future
alums have a West Coast home.

We are scheduling the work to be done THIS COMING SUMMER. We can't put this off any longer. Every cabin user—past, present, and
future—needs to contribute.

So far, almost $25,000 have been pledged to the cause; we are deeply grateful for the generosity

Winter Procedures
A few reminders for members using the cabin this winter:

¢ Remember to read the Cabin Operations and Procedures document on the web site before you drive up.

e We are handling ashes differently than we have in the past. When closing up the cabin, leave burning embers and ashes in the
woodstove. This means that incoming cabin users will first need to clean the woodstove of old, cold ashes before starting a fire.
However, you must |eave the fireplace clean when you depart. This means timing your fire such that the embers and ashes are
dead and cold before you leave, and putting these cold embers and ashes into the metal bins in the lean-to.

e As in years past, we have three parking spaces at the Sugarbowl Ski Academy assigned to the DOCNC. You will need to display a
parking permit in your window if you park in this lot, which you will have to do during the winter, or you are likely to be towed.
Parking permits are emailed when reservations are received. Any questions, please contact Mary Choy at mary@marychoy.com

e It is vital that you follow water procedures to the letter. Our pump-drawn water system is complex and fragile, especially in the
winter when freezing temps are always lurking to damage the pipes. One member's carelessness can damage the system for the
rest of the winter's guests.
